The Asheville Regional Airport Authority (“Authority”) met on Friday, October 12, 2007, 
at 8:30 AM in the Conference Room at the Authority’s Administrative Offices, Asheville 
Regional Airport (“Airport”), 61 Terminal Drive, Suite 1, Fletcher, NC 28732.

CALL TO ORDER: The Chairman welcomed everyone in attendance and called the 
meeting to order at 8:30 AM. 
 
The Director introduced Mr. Kenneth Williams, who is the interim Station Manager for 
Atlantic Southeast Airlines, to the Board. 
 
Mr. Williams relayed to the Board that he was pleased to be here and that enhancing 
safety and customer service are his main objectives while he is here.

A. Retirement Recognition of Jerry Jimison: Chief Augram presented 


Lieutenant Jimision with a Letter of Recognition from the Authority.  Chief 
Augram thanked Lieutenant Jimison for his outstanding service, dedication and 
standard of excellence over the past 23 years. 
 
 







B. Presentation of the Asheville Regional Airport master Land Use Study 
and Site Development Plan:  Mr. Howell relayed to the Board that in October 
of 2006 the Authority approved a fee and scope with PBS&J for professional 
services related to the Asheville Regional Airport Master Land Use Study and Site 
Development Plan. Mr. Howell introduced Mr. Green from Green Plan, who is 
working with PBS&J on the Land Use Study and Site Development Plan. 
 
Mr. John Mafera, PBS&J presented a summary of the entire process to the Board.  
He provided specific information as to development areas and order of 
magnitude costs for such development.  There were discussions regarding the 
greenway on property, market studies that were done, security issues, site 
preparation, non-aviation development and the relocation of state road 280. 
 
The Chairman stated that the presentation was acceptable and that the final 
proposed study and plan should be brought back to the Board at the November 
Board meeting for final approval. 
 


C. Presentation of Million Air – Asheville Lease Proposal:  Mr. Addie Fanguy, 
Million Air, relayed to the Authority that Million Air – Asheville would like to 
renegotiate their lease terms with the Authority to become comparable to other 
tenants leases.  Mr. Fanguy requested that the Board give the Director the 
authority to renegotiate Million Airs lease.

ADOPTION OF A BOND ORDER AND THE AUTHORIZATION AND ISSUANCE OF A 
RENTAL CAR FACILITIES TAXABLE REVENUE BOND, SERIES 2007 THEREUNDER TO 
PAY A PORTION OF THE COST OF CONSTRUCTING A RENTAL CAR MAINTENANCE 


FACILITY 
 
 WHEREAS, the Asheville Regional Airport Authority (the “Authority”) has 
undertaken the acquisition and construction of a rental car maintenance facility (the 
“Project”); and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Authority has passed the resolution entitled “RESOLUTION 
RELATING TO THE AUTHORIZATION AND ISSUANCE OF A RENTAL CAR FACILITIES 
TAXABLE REVENUE BOND, SERIES 2007 OF THE ASHEVILLE REGIONAL AIRPORT 
AUTHORITY TO PAY A PORTION OF THE COST OF CONSTRUCTING A RENTAL CAR 
MAINTENANCE FACILITY”, which Resolution was passed at the Authority’s regular 
meeting on September 14, 2007; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Local Government Commission of North Carolina approved (i) the 
form of the Authority’s Bond Order, (ii) the Authority’s application for issuance of the 
Rental Car Facilities Taxable Revenue Bond, Series 2007 (the “Bond”) and (iii) the 
financing team for the Bond at its Executive Committee meeting on Tuesday, October 2, 
2007;   
 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE ASHEVILLE REGIONAL AIRPORT 
AUTHORITY:   
 







 Section 1. The Bond Order attached hereto as Exhibit 1 is hereby adopted and 
approved, together with such changes as the Airport Director deems necessary and 
appropriate (the execution and delivery of a certificate by such officer to be conclusive 
evidence that the form thereof is hereby approved). 
 
 Section 2. The issuance of the $4,750,000 Rental Car Facilities Taxable 
Revenue Bond, Series 2007 (the “Bond”) under the Bond Order to provide a portion of 
the funds for the construction of a rental car maintenance facility is hereby approved. 
 
 Section 3. The private sale of the Bond to Wachovia Bank, National 
Association is hereby approved.   
 


Section 4. The Airport Director (who shall be deemed as an officer of the 
Authority for purposes of the transactions contemplated by the Bond Order) and the 
officers of the Authority, including without limitation the Airport Director and the 
Secretary-Treasurer, be, and they hereby are, authorized and directed, in the name and 
on behalf of the Authority, to execute and deliver the Bond and the other agreements, 
certificates, instruments and documents required to be executed and delivered by the 
Authority thereunder, each in such final form as the officer executing the same deems 
appropriate (the execution and delivery of such documents by such officer to be 
conclusive evidence that the form thereof is hereby approved). 


 
Section 5. The officers of the Authority, including the Airport Director and the 


Secretary-Treasurer, be, and they hereby are, authorized to take or cause to be taken 
any and all such other action in the name and on behalf of the Authority as they may 
determine in their discretion to be necessary or advisable in order to effectuate, 
complete and carry out the intent and purposes of the foregoing resolutions and the 
transactions authorized thereby. 


 
Section 6. All actions to date taken by the officers of the Authority, including 


without limitation the Airport Director and the Secretary-Treasurer, in connection with 
the Bond Order and the Bond are hereby ratified and confirmed.

DIRECTORS REPORT: 


 
Item A was moved to the end of the Director’s Report. 
 
A. Airport Improvement Program Reauthorization: – The Director relayed to 


the Board that the Airport Reauthorization Program (AIP) had expired 
September 30, 2007.  Congress passed a Continuing Resolution to extend the 
current authorizing bill until mid-November 2007.  The Director stated that the 
House has passed a new AIP bill but it is still before the Senate to be passed. 


 
B. Status of Encore Project:  The Director relayed to the Board that the Asheville 


City Council had approved the lease term for Encore.  The Director stated that 
the agreement is now being finalized. 
 


C.  Election to the Board of Director for Airports Council International-
North America:  The Director informed the Board that he had been elected to 
the ACI-NA Board of Directors.  The Director has been Chairing the Small 
Airports Committee of ACI-NA.   


 
The Board congratulated the Director on this accomplishment. 


 
D. Diversity Training:  The Director relayed to the Board that Staff has begun a     


diversity training program. 
 


E. Update on the Commercial Development Project Involving the 
Broadmoor Golf Course:  The Director relayed to the Board that he had met 
with Mr. Stulz to discuss the agreement on the Golf Course.  The Director stated 
that he will bring a draft agreement and presentation to the Authority at the 
November Board meeting. 


 
The Director relayed to the Board that the Federal Aviation Administration Facilities and 
Equipment Division had cancelled their lease agreement at the airport. The Director 
stated that Staff is looking at other ways to potentially use the space and will keep the 
Board updated on the progress.
